How to use this site
To navigate this site please use the navigation bar in the top right, from here you can select which page you would like to view.

Exporting Data
To Export Data select raw data and then select the range you want to export then, click on Import Friendly Version. You can then import this data into a spreadsheet program and use it to generate your own charts / tables of data.

Using the Graphs and Data Page
Data Range 
From here you can see the range of data that we have collected in our database.

View by 
Using these links you can change how the data is added up.  If you click Hour then you will see data added up for each hour,  If you click Day then you will see data added up for each day, If you click Week then you will see data added up for each week, If you click Month then you will see data added up for each month, If you click Raw then you will see the data for every 15 minute period, which is how our data is measured.

Date Range 
Using this box you can select the date range that you would like to view, please make sure that it is within the data range.
Graph 
This is the main graph; the data displayed is dependent on the View by Selection and Date Range. By hovering over the points you can see the exact amount of water used, the day and date.  Sometimes you may receive an Incomplete Range Warning while hovering over either the end or beginning points. To read more please go to Incomplete Range Category. If you choose to display too many lines of data, then the graph will be unable to load and you will receive an error of "You have chosen to display too many rows of data".

View Data / View Graph 
The "View the data that makes this graph" / "View graph made from this data" button switches between graph and data view.

Export Data 
This will be displayed when you view only raw data. It allows you to export the data displayed in the graph or in the tables of data as a Comma Separated Values File and then import it into a spreadsheet program, in which you can use the data to create your own graphs and statistics.

Data Table 
By looking at the Data Tables you can see the data values more accurately. If you have a large date range, then you may have to go to the next page of data or use the show box to change how much data is displayed. Sometimes you may encounter a date range in red; this means that there is an incomplete range, either at the end or beginning points. To read more please go to Incomplete Range Category.

Data Errors 
Our system may encounter an error while collecting data or some data may have been lost, any error that occurs is displayed in this box with a reason if any.

Statistics 
There are 4 statistic boxes, these display live values that change when data is added, and the first box contains statistics for all data.  The second is wastage statistic, which displays an estimate, of how much water has been wasted at the weekends, while there is nobody on the school premises. The third displays statistics for the selected data range. To view more statistic please visit the news page and view a data analysis, these may include some more in depth statistics.

In Page Help
Key Help points are located within the Graphs and Data Page; please hover over them to display a small amount of information that might help
Incomplete Range
An Incomplete Range Warning is displayed because the date range is cutting out some of the data from being added, this happens only when viewing by weeks or months, because when viewing by weeks the date range should start on a Monday and End on a Sunday, and when viewing by Months the data range should start on the 1st and end on the last day of the month.
